Directions from A6: 

Exit Kaiserslautern Ost/Opel exit.  Travel on B270 towards Pirmasens (past Vogelweh AB) for approximately 

13km.  Take first exit into Schopp.  Follow the main road (K7, Hauptstrasse) for about 2 km and take LEFT 

onto Friedhofstrasse.  Follow signs to Mountainbike-Technikparcours (on right hand side). 

 

The 11 July 2010 Road race (criterion) will be held on Rhine Ordinance Barracks (ROB) exit Kaiserslautern 

Ost/Opel circle.  While in the Opel circle look for the sign to entrance of ROB  just past the Esso gas station.  

Follow the main road on ROB through the 4-way stop sign and under the bridge spanning the autobahn and turn 

left.  Follow this road approximately ½ mile and look for the American legion on the right.  This is our starting 

point for race.
